CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Casey Welch called the Bicycle/Pedestrian Advisory Committee
meeting to order.

»A. APPROVAL OF THE JULY 17, 2008 B/PAC MEETING MINUTES

Chairman Welch asked for review and approval of the minutes from the July 15,
2008 BPAC meeting. A MOTION was made by Steve McCloskey to approve
the minutes of the July 17, 2008 meeting; seconded by Candy LeCompte;
motion unanimously carried.

»B. APPROVAL OF NEW MEMBERS

Elizabeth De Jesus introduced Dan Garlington as the new representative from
the Clay County Planning Department. A MOTION was made by Kathryn
McGoldrick to accept Mr. Garlington as the designated representative for
the Clay County Planning Department; seconded by Elizabeth Gill; motion
unanimously carried.

C. UPDATE ON THE FIRST COAST REGIONAL BIKE-PED-PRE DRIVER
ED PROGRAM

Steve McCloskey updated the committee on the First Coast Regional Bike-Ped-
Pre Driver Education Program. He reported submitting a grant application to
Tallahassee but has not received an approval as of today. He stated it would be
approved this month but with a 25% decrease of funding. He has reworked the
budget and submitted the revised application for approval. There was some
discussion on ways to fund the other 25% as it is important to educate the young
ones as they will benefit when they are older.
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D. REPORT ON THE SAFETY AND EDUCATION SUB-COMMITTEE

James Reed reported on the Bicycle and Pedestrian Workshop held at the
Wyndham Hotel on Tuesday, September 16. He stated that some people were
confused as the purpose of the meeting. He said that the BPAC committee was
struggling at first to acquire a good membership but now has a good nexus of
background. Everyone has their own issues and concerns in trying to make the
region a better walking and cycling environment. This was not the purpose of the
meeting. Mr. Reed stated we should all be looking at the big picture or goals and
not our own personal agenda. We are moving forward. He also reported that a
blog was done by a local person who has given a negative impression of the
MPO and its staff.

Marci Larson showed parts of the powerpoint that was presented at the
workshop and stated she would provide copies for those that wanted one. She
stated the meeting was a good one and will share the materials when they are
put together.

Ms. Larson told of a public safety awareness campaign called, “Thanks for
Looking.” She will put together a sponsorship package before meeting with
agencies to show what it is about.

Linda Bremer reported she had met with Victoria Pennington, the consultant of
the project about public service announcements and advertising during the
month of March in support of the campaign. She stated support was needed by
all bikers for the campaign to be a success. Information on the project was
included in the agenda packet.

E. REPORT ON THE DESIGNS STANDARDS SUB-COMMITTEE

There was no report at this time.

F. REPORT ON THE STANDARDIZED ACCESSIBILITY SUB-
COMMITTEE

Mr. Reed reported he has met with JTA regarding bicycles on the Skyway.

He is doing research of other cities with this type of transportation and will report
back to them of his findings. He stated he requested them to consider putting
bikes on the Skyway and not asking to be put there as it may not work. They
might consider a trial period to see the response.
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G. UPDATE ON THE COJ BICYCLE FRIENDLY COMMUNITY
CERTIFICATION

Mr. Reed updated the committee on the status of the Bicycle Friendly Community
Certification. He stated Phase 1 has been accepted and now Phase 2 is in
process. He stated this phase deals with policies, etc.

Bill Zeits stated that he will check with St. Johns County and St. Augustine to be
included in this project.

H. UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Mr. Reed announced that the committee had previously shown concerns
regarding the new BRT plan whether it would affect the Hendricks Avenue
bicycle facility and the Bike Friendly certification. He stated only the bus route
will be changing and it will not affect the shared facility.

Dan Garlington commented on the issue regarding bike racks placed on buses in
Clay County. He stated while talking with JTA, he was told that the vehicles are
only big vans which they do not put bike racks on. He will speak with Roxanne
Capehart from JTA over this issue.

l NEW BUSINESS

Elizabeth De Jesus reported on her recent trip to Seattle to attend the National
ProBike/Pro Walk Conference. She stated the Bike Club and the Planning
Department worked well together to make it a Bicycle Friendly community.

She announced that the Florida ProBike/Pro Walk Conference will be held on
October 20 through 23, 2008 at the Hilton St. Petersburg Bayfront Hotel. She
distributed information regarding this.

Mr. Zeits reported on a new off road paved trail in St. Johns County called, “St.
Johns River to the Sea” Loop. It will connect with trails from five other counties
to create a 260 mile trail. He stated 40 miles of the trail is completed and the
Inaugural ride will be November 15. He reported that the USA Today publication
has recognized it as a tourist destination. He stated the project has funding of
$110 million.

Mr. Reed stated the vision plans were being updated to be included in the
rewriting of the comprehensive plan. There will be a reference to bike facilities
and mixed use.
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Mr. Reed also commented on the walkable communities consolidated
government term. He stated that Jacksonville has 840 square miles according to
statistics which is not reality and does a disservice to Jacksonville.

J. PUBLIC COMMENT

George Martin of St. Augustine spoke on concerns of the Florida Department of
Transportation’s repaving of US 1 in St. Johns County. He was told by FDOT
that there will be no bicycle facility on this new portion. He stated that in the
Florida Statutes 335.065, it states that bicycle facilities shall be provided on
construction, reconstruction or other change of a state roadway. FDOT'’s
position is that there will be no change to US 1. It is simply a repaving of a
present roadway. He came today to inform the MPO of the impact of FDOT's
position and ask to reconsider this issue while it is in the planning process.

The committee discussed having Ms. De Jesus draft a letter to the St. Johns
Commission, the MPO Board and FDOT regarding this issue.

K. ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business to discuss, the meeting was adjourned at 6:40
pm.

Goals & Objectives

North Florida Transportation Planning Organization

GOAL A: TO PROVIDE A PROACTIVE TRANSPORTATION PLANNING PROCESS THAT IS OPEN,
INCLUSIVE AND ACCESSIBLE TO ALL

1. Provide early and continuing opportunities for the public to express their views, learn technical
terms, the constraints imposed on the planning process, and funding requirements and
opportunities.

2. Proactively seek out those traditionally underserved populations in the transportation planning
process.

3. Provide timely public notice of date, time and place and public access to our meetings.

4. Provide time for public review and comment at key milestones in the transportation planning
process.

5. Provide access to the transportation planning process and Envision 2035 through multiple

media including print, the TPO webpage, an Envision 2035 webpage, public meetings and
workshops.

GOAL B: TO KEEP PEOPLE AND GOODS MOVING AND HELP OUR REGION’S ECONOMY GROW

1. Improve access fo port, airport and other intermodal facilities via designated connectors and
linkages.

2. Ensure the efficient movement of freight within and through the urbanized area.

3. Improve the connectivity of the local and regional transportation network with intra-regional,
inter-regional, interstate, and international transportation systems and facilities.

4. Improve access to major employment centers,

5. Minimize travel times within and through the area.

FINAL DRAFT
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GOAL C: TO INCREASE THE ACCESSIBILITY OF OUR TRANSPORTATION SYSTEM

1. Encourage the development of bicycle and pedestrian facilities and their connection to trip
destinations.

2. Encourage the development of transit friendly streetscapes, accessible bus stops and stations.

3. Ensure that all modes are accessible to persons with disabilities.

4. Encourage delivery of more efficient and effective mass transit, such as implementing a bus
rapid transit system or other transit systems.

5. Improve community access to transit by increasing the availability of transit stops and
frequency of transit service.

6. Promote accessibility of mass transit to transportation disadvantaged populations.

7. Ensure that paratransit service is available for those persons unable to use the established
routes of the transit system.

GOAL D: PROMOTE CONSISTENCY WITH THE PLANS OF EACH CITY AND COUNTY, OTHER REGIONAL
AGENCIES, AND THE STATE AND RECOGNIZE THE INTER-RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN LAND USE,
TRANSPORTATION AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

1. Ensure consistency with the Future Land Use and transportation related elements
(Transportation, Traffic Circulation and Transit) of local comprehensive plans and Traffic
Circulation Map(s).

2. Ensure consistency with growth management strategies of local governments within the
urbanized area.

3. Ensure consistency with the Florida Department of Transportation’s long- and short-range plans
and programs.

4. Ensure consistency with the Regional Policy Plan developed by the Northeast Florida Regional
Council.

5. Minimize disrupting existing land uses for transportation related improvements.

6. When possible, preserve rights-of-way to construct future transportation projects, including
future transportation corridors.

7. Enhance the regional transportation system’s ability to provide adequate evacuation times in
an emergency.
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GOALE: MAXIMIZE THE EXISTING TRANSPORTATION SYSTEM TO MEET THE NEEDS OF TODAY AND
TOMORROW

1. Give priority to improvements that do not require additional travel lanes (i.e., changes in
signal timing, addition of turn lanes, transportation systems management, and intelligent
transportation systems.)

2. Encourage transportation demand management strategies to reduce the number of single
occupant vehicles (i.e., carpool, bike, walk, telecommuting, and compressed work weeks).

3. Add capacity to an existing facility and/or construct a new road only after all other
alternatives have been considered.!

4. Give priority to facilities that are currently deficient.

5. Coordinate with the region's congestion management system in relieving existing congestion
and preventing congestion where it has not yet occurred.

6. Establish performance measures for the effectiveness of transportation operations
improvements.

GOALF: TO IMPROVE THE CONNECTIVITY OF OUR TRANSPORTATION SYSTEM BY BETTER
CONNECTING TRAVEL MODES

1. Enhance existing connections between transit, rail and the local, regional, interstate and
intrastate road system. Promote the connection of transit systems and major employment
centers.

2. Encourage opportunities for connections between travel modes, such as the creation of park-
and-ride lots in close proximity to bus transit service.

3. Promote the expanded use of ITS strategies and technologies to provide data that will keep
people and freight moving by facilitating connectivity between modes.

4. Support transportation improvements that will accommodate future technology and
implementation.

1Congestion Management Policy 4—A maximum width of six general purpose lanes is
recommended, exclusive of special lanes and turning lanes at intersections, on arterial highways
other than limited access highways. First Coast Congestion Management Plan

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GoOAL G: TO PROTECT OUR ENVIRONMENT, CONSERVE ENERGY AND ENHANCE OUR QUALITY OF
LIFE

1. Incorporate environmental and historical resources and constraints into the transportation
planning process.

2. Promote developing multi-modal transportation systems and land use patterns that have the
capacity to conserve energy and increase quality of life, such as transit-oriented

developments, urban redevelopment and infill, and new towns.

3. Minimize disrupting the natural environment when constructing transportation facilities and
consider aesthetic factors in the design process.

4. Consider energy usage; congestion; and air, noise, and water pollution when evaluating
transportation system improvements and alternatives.

5. Give priority to transportation improvements that reduce energy consumption and air
pollution.

6. Consider the impact of CO2 emissions when evaluating alternatives.

7. ldentify opportunities for adjacent bicycle and pedestrian greenways as part of the limited
access corridor planning process.

8. Identify opportunities to construct bicycle and pedestrian facilities in roadway improvement
projects.

9. lIdentify potential enhancement projects.

10. Identify environmental and socio-cultural impacts using the Efficient Transportation Decision
Making Process, Socio-Cultural Effects and other such tools.

GOAL H: TO MAKE OUR TRANSPORTATION SYSTEM SAFER

1. Encourage capital investments that will increase the security and safety of the entire
transportation system.

2. Minimize the potential for conflict between vehicles and pedestrians / bicyclists by
encouraging the creation of bicycle lanes and separating sidewalks / mixed-use paths from

roadways.

3. Ensure coordination with FDOT when selecting safety projects.
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
